Chaplet of C. S. Lewis
(based on Lectionary Lessons)

Cross:  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By his great mercy he has given us a new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, who are being protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. In this you rejoice, even if now for a little while you have had to suffer various trials, so that the genuineness of your faith—being more precious than gold that, though perishable, is tested by fire—may be found to result in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. Although you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and rejoice with an indescribable and glorious joy, for you are receiving the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls. -- 1 Peter 1:3-9 

Invitatory:  O God of searing truth and surpassing beauty, we give you thanks for Clive Staples Lewis whose sanctified imagination lights fires of faith in young and old alike; Surprise us also with your joy and draw us into that new and abundant life which is ours in Christ Jesus, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

Cruciform:  O LORD, you have searched me and known me. -- Psalm 139:1 

Week 1:  You know when I sit down and when I rise up; you discern my thoughts from far away.
Week 2:  You search out my path and my lying down, and are acquainted with all my ways.
Week 3:  Even before a word is on my tongue, O LORD, you know it completely.
Week 4:  You hem me in, behind and before, and lay your hand upon me.
Week 5:  Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is so high that I cannot attain it.
Week 6:  Where can I go from your spirit? Or where can I flee from your presence?
Week 7:  If I ascend to heaven, you are there; if I make my bed in Sheol, you are there.                      -- Psalm 139:2-8 

Final Cross:  Nevertheless I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do not go away, the Advocate will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you. And when he comes, he will prove the world wrong about sin and righteousness and judgment: about sin, because they do not believe in me; about righteousness, because I am going to the Father and you will see me no longer; about judgment, because the ruler of this world has been condemned. ‘I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak on his own, but will speak whatever he hears, and he will declare to you the things that are to come. He will glorify me, because he will take what is mine and declare it to you. All that the Father has is mine. Anglican Chaplet of St. Benedict of Narsia
(based on Lectionary Lessons)

Cross:  My child, if you accept my words and treasure up my commandments within you, making your ear attentive to wisdom and inclining your heart to understanding; if you indeed cry out for insight, and raise your voice for understanding; if you seek it like silver, and search for it as for hidden treasures-- then you will understand the fear of the LORD and find the knowledge of God. For the LORD gives wisdom; from his mouth come knowledge and understanding; he stores up sound wisdom for the upright; he is a shield to those who walk blamelessly, guarding the paths of justice and preserving the way of his faithful ones. Then you will understand righteousness and justice and equity, every good path; -- Proverbs 2:1-9 

Invitatory Bead:  Almighty and everlasting God, whose precepts are the wisdom of a loving Father: Give us grace, following the teaching and example of your servant Benedict, to walk with loving and willing hearts in the school of the Lord's service; let your ears be open to our prayers; and prosper with your blessing the work of our hands; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. 

Cruciform Bead:  I will bless the LORD at all times; his praise shall continually be in my mouth. -- Psalm 34:1

Week Beads:  Psalm 34:2-8
1st:  My soul makes its boast in the LORD; let the humble hear and be glad. 
2nd:  O magnify the LORD with me, and let us exalt his name together. 
3rd:  I sought the LORD, and he answered me, and delivered me from all my fears. 
4th:  Look to him, and be radiant; so your faces shall never be ashamed. 
5th:  This poor soul cried, and was heard by the LORD, and was saved from every trouble. 
6th:  The angel of the LORD encamps around those who fear him, and delivers them. 
7th:  O  taste and see that the LORD is good; happy are those who take refuge in him. 

Exit Cross:  Whoever does not carry the cross and follow me cannot be my disciple. For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not first sit down and estimate the cost, to see whether he has enough to complete it? Otherwise, when he has laid a foundation and is not able to finish, all who see it will begin to ridicule him, saying, “This fellow began to build and was not able to finish.” Or what king, going out to wage war against another king, will not sit down first and consider whether he is able with ten thousand to oppose the one who comes against him with twenty thousand? If he cannot, then, while the other is still far away, he sends a delegation and asks for the terms of peace. So therefore, none of you can become my disciple if you do not give up all your possessions. -- Luke 14:27-33

Anglican Chaplet of St. Peter the Apostle
(based on Lectionary Lessons Appointed for Use on the Feast of
Confession of Saint Peter )

Cross:   When Jesus came into the district of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, "Who do people say that the Son of Man is?" And they said, "Some say John the Baptist, but others Elijah, and still others Jeremiah or one of the prophets." He said to them, "But who do you say that I am?" Simon Peter answered, "You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God." And Jesus answered him, "Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah! For flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, but my Father in heaven. And I tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not prevail against it. I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven." -- Matthew 16:13-19 

Invitatory Bead:  Almighty Father, who inspired Simon Peter, first among the apostles, to confess Jesus as Messiah and Son of the living God: Keep your Church steadfast upon the rock of this faith, so that in unity and peace we may proclaim the one truth and follow the one Lord, our Savior Jesus Christ; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 

Cruciform Bead:  I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever. 

Week Beads:  Psalm 23
1st:  The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not be in want. 
2nd:  He makes me lie down in green pastures and leads me beside still waters. 
3rd:  He revives my soul and guides me along right pathways for his Name's sake. 
4th:  Though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I shall fear no evil; for you are with me; your rod and your staff, they comfort me. 
5th:  You spread a table before me in the presence of those who trouble me; 
6th:  you have anointed my head with oil, and my cup is running over. 
7th:  Surely your goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life, and I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever. 

Exit Cross:   As an elder myself and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, as well as one who shares in the glory to be revealed, I exhort the elders among you to tend the flock of God that is in your charge, exercising the oversight, not under compulsion but willingly, as God would have you do it-- not for sordid gain but eagerly. Do not lord it over those in your charge, but be examples to the flock. And when the chief shepherd appears, you will win the crown of glory that never fades away. -- 1 Peter 5:1-4
