I am asking for a product donation on behalf of a non-profit 501c3 organization called 
Homes for Our Troops. They build homes for severely injured service members at no 
cost to them and rely heavily on volunteers and community support. They are presently 
building a home for LCpl Daniel Peterson in Tomball, TX. 
 
While on his second deployment, Marine Special Forces, Lance Corporal Daniel Peterson 
was left a double amputee after an explosion in the Southern Helmand Province of 
Afghanistan on July 24, 2010. Returning from a classified mission, the Special Forces 
Team was making their way along a tree line while returning to base when a bomb 
exploded, hurling LCpl Peterson more than ten feet into the air. Landing in the crater 
created by the explosion, Daniel immediately knew he was seriously injured. Suffering 
traumatic amputations to both of his legs, LCpl Peterson also had a fractured pelvis; the 
broken bones and shrapnel from the blast causing further internal injuries. LCpl Peterson 
continues to receive therapies at Brooke Army Medical Center.
